S362A090037- Dyslexia Tutoring Center of Hawaii (DTCH) - Awareness & Education The DTCH will dramatically increase awareness and understanding of dyslexia among educators and community members throughout the State of Hawai‘i but particularly in the Campbell-Kapolei and Nanakuli-Wai‘anae Complex Areas.  Activities sponsored by DTCH will be designed to substantially improve reading scores of Native Hawaiian students who are identified as dyslexic.  Since the project will emphasize prevention, a significant amount of resources will be used on K-2 students in an effort to identify dyslexia at the start of children’s reading and literacy activities/programs among this group.  DTCH’s tutoring services are designed to help students at the start of school and to bring students as quickly as possible up to their age-specific reading level. In doing so, DTCH aims to improve reading test scores that lead to improved rates of high school completion and grade promotion.

S362A090012 -University of Hawaii- Kulia I Ka Nu ‘u (Strive for the Summit).

This culturally responsive, place-based professional development program focuses on science for teachers of Native Hawaiian Students. The program addresses the need to prepare effective, culturally competent K-12 teachers to support the academic achievement of Native Hawaiian students, particularly in the science area.  Most students in this program are underrepresented in science majors and careers and overrepresented in special education programs.  Kūlia I Ka Nu‘u intends to establish six exemplary school/community sites led by site teacher/peer instructors on Kaua‘i, Maui, O‘ahu, Moloka‘i and Hawai‘i. Twenty in-service science teachers are expected to participate each year. Six site teachers and twenty project teachers will impact the learning of well over 1,000 students each year.

S362A090072 -Waianae Community Redevelopment Corporation - Na Alaka`i E Ho`owaiwai I Ke Kaiaulu-This program seeks to 1) develop and refine culturally rich, contextually relevant and standards based curriculum for youth aged 13-24 in the MA`O Education Programs 2) to develop greater articulation that refines and expands our programs, increases programmatic efficiency, and retains and matriculates haumana (students) toward greater capacity and excellence in higher education and 3) engage and collaborate with education partners and community stakeholders to create holistic, comprehensive and ‘aina based social and economic opportunities in the Kaiaulu.  Approximately, 1255 Intermediate; 327 Secondary, and 56 Post-Secondary students will be served through this project.
S362A090005 -Partners in Development – Tutu and Me

The project Tütü and Me includes educators, professionals, grandparent and other extended family members working together to expand upon and continue the social and academic development of children in 22 underserved and predominantly Native Hawaiian communities in the State of Hawai‘i. The goal and expected outcome of the project is that Native Hawaiian young children in these communities will enter school ready to learn and succeed. With a target number of 50 children and their caregivers at each community location, in three years time, the project is expected to have directly provided a quality early-learning experience for a cumulative number of over 1,200 children and support to over 1,400 caregivers in the State of Hawai‘i. In addition, the project will also develop needed teaching resources that will touch an estimated 5,000 educators, other professionals, and the Hawaiian communities.
S362A090059- University of Hawaii-Kahuewai Ola  
Kahuewai Ola will focus on the two essential needs and desires of Native Hawaiian upper-level undergraduate students in STEM majors: the need for financial support and the desire for effective mentoring. There are three objectives: 1) to provide essential scholarship support to 30 Native Hawaiian students in STEM disciplines; 2) to develop a faculty student mentoring program based on research and best practices to help Native Hawaiian students in STEM disciplines and interested STEM faculty achieve successful mentoring relationships; and 3) to implement the mentoring program and determine corresponding learning outcomes of faculty and student participants. There will be at least 30 NH students in undergraduate STEM degrees and 10 STEM faculty served by this project.

S362A090009 - Partners in Development- Ka Pa‘alana

The homeless situation on O‘ahu has reached epidemic levels. On the Leeward Coast of O‘ahu, the situation is particularly dire. The overarching goal of the Ka Pa‘alana program is to serve the fragile homeless population through a proven mobile family education outreach designed to better prepare for success for at-risk Native Hawaiian families living in shelters and on beaches and in beach parks. The objectives are to - 1) Increase the family literacy and enhance the family dynamics of homeless Native Hawaiian families living in the Kaiāulu Shelter by expanding the current two-hour-a-day, two-day-a-week preschool to a four-hour-a-day Family Education program (twice a week) that will include intensive Parent and Child Together Time (PACT), Parent, Adult, and Early Childhood Education and extensive home visits (twice a week); and 2) Increase the family literacy and enhance the family dynamics and health of homeless Native Hawaiian families living on Leeward Coast beaches by implementing an adult and parenting education program to support the current preschool outreach of the Mālama Mobile.

S362A090056 - Keiki o ka Aina -PROJECT HOPE 
Keiki O Ka Aina Family Learning Centers, (KOKA) is an innovative project that includes a partnership between KOKA and seven State of Hawaii Elementary Schools. Using each school as a hub for early childhood education, KOKA will implement research-proven, culturally–relevant, nationally recognized and literacy-based programs. The activities includes:  1) Family based education programs for children ages 3-5 such as Home Instruction for Parents of Preschool Youngsters (HIPPY), Parent Participation Preschools (PPP), Parents as Teachers Programs (PAT), AIM HI, Family Development and our Kindergarten transition programs; 2) Teacher training opportunities in DOE schools will prepare teachers in the development and delivery of culturally-based materials/curriculum; and 3) Kindergarten transition programs will ensure that the activities provided will support students, their families, and teachers in the transition from Kindergarten to elementary school.  All programs are formatted to teach within the values and traditions of Hawaiian culture.

S362A090015- Pacific American Foundation (PAF) -Imi Na'auao

This program is designed to increase the awareness of and interest in STEM-related careers in Native Hawaiian for at-risk middle school students through the development, implementation, and evaluation of a culturally-based out-of-school program that emphasizes self-efficacy and early career development in STEM disciplines.  The project outcomes include: 1) Increased enthusiasm for STEM-related disciplines and self-confidence in their ability to excel in STEM-related classes; 2) Improved knowledge of the value of math and science in the community and workplace, and increased awareness of STEM careers; 3) Increased STEM opportunities and enrichment activities; 4) Improved knowledge, skills, and abilities in mentoring middle-school youth; (5) Increased commitment to environment stewardship; and (6) An appreciation and value for the partnership with PAF: partnership contributions, costs, benefits, & satisfaction will be identified.  At least 16 adult mentors and 120 middle school students from predominantly Native Hawaiian communities throughout the State will be served by the project (n=136 participants). Students and mentors will be recruited from middle schools in primarily rural areas with relatively large populations of Native Hawaiian students.

S362A090050- University of Hawaii Kāko‘o Ikaika
Kāko‘o Ikaika will provide high-quality professional development and training on

adolescent literacy skills and positive behavior support. Project staff will include master

teachers and school-based part-time teachers who will provide support to schools in the

implementation of project activities. Formative evaluation will be conducted to enhance

operational improvements throughout the life of the project. External summative evaluation will be completed to document student and school outcomes, system infrastructure needs, and school practices that are successful in serving secondary students of Hawaiian ancestry. It is anticipated that the project will directly serve 1,681 Hawaiian students, 300 parents, and 500 school staff.

S362A090070-University of Hawaii- Heluhelu Maoli

Project activities will (1) be designed to  continue to develop high quality implementation of a school-wide reading program, (2) increase focus and resources for students who are in need of targeted reading interventions, (3) include the development of high-quality mathematics instruction and practices and provide support for struggling first graders, (4) include work to maintain an extensive database on K–3 reading and mathematics performance of Hawaiian children, and (5) focus the need to conduct formative and summative evaluation studies of project outcomes and impact. It is anticipated that the project will directly serve over 2,800 Hawaiian students, 300 teachers and school staff, and 1,000 parents. 

S362A090042 -University of Hawaii -Hui Manawa Kūpono 
This project is designed to provide college preparation outreach activities to Native Hawaiian high school students from at-risk communities; 2) create and expand a pipeline recruiting process for Native Hawaiian high school students graduating from Hawaiian charter and/or Hawaiian language immersion school (also known as Hawaiian Language and Culture-Based Schools (HLCB Schools); 3) expand the UHM College Opportunities Program (COP) by recruiting, selecting, and supporting Native Hawaiian high school graduates from at-risk communities to participate in a five-week residential summer program and a first year retention program; 4) increase the 1st through 4th year retention and 6-year graduation rates of Native Hawaiian students at UHM by establishing academic learning communities, expanding financial support, and providing tutoring and academic advising; (5) increase the graduate school-going-rate of Native Hawaiians at UHM by providing financial support and counseling services. Approximately 370 students will be served by the project each year for a total of 1,110 students over the course of three years.
S362A090063 -Pacific American Foundation - AKAMAI Prep
The program’s overarching goal is to increase the awareness of and interest in finance-related careers for Native Hawaiian’s at-risk students in grades 8 through 11.  Activities will focus on the development, implementation, and evaluation of a culture-based program that emphasizes self-efficacy and early career development in finance-related disciplines.  The results of the program will lead to the increased matriculation of students into the AFATP and college.  At least 15+ adult mentors, 174 “peer mentors” and 232 Native Hawaiian youth will be served by the project each year (n=232). Students and mentors will be recruited statewide, but will focus on areas with the highest concentrations of Native Hawaiians.

S362A090051- University of Hawaii - Project Ho`oku`i 

Project Ho`oku`i’s primary focus is on Native Hawaiian (NH) students in grades 10, 11, and 12 who are most at-risk of school failure including those with disabilities and those at-risk due to factors such as inadequate grade level skills in math, reading, and writing and the effects of living in poverty. Activities developed through project Ho`oku`i will focus on increasing the number of NH high school students who are able to acquire additional high school credits toward graduation.  Additionally, the program will focus on preparing students to meet the academic qualifications needed to participate and succeed in the Running Start Program which is a statewide partnership between the Hawai`i Department of Education (HIDOE) and the University of Hawai`i (UH) system that provides an opportunity for academically qualified juniors and seniors to enroll in college classes as part of their high school coursework. 

S362A090020-Partners in Development -Ke Ao Nei
Program goals include activities to - 1) enable a minimum of 3,360 sixth graders in 22 schools in three years to significantly increase their base-line scores and their knowledge in key areas of physical science primarily in the area of energy technology; 2) involve a minimum of 6,720 family members and mentors of sixth grade students in developing at-home learning environments and activities that support community interests in learning and in building science projects that propel the students to success; and 3) engage a minimum of 50 sixth grade teachers over the next three years in professional development in STEM courses to increase significantly the number of qualified teachers eligible to teach STEM courses.

S362A090024- University of Hawaii- Wai'anae PALS

This project has four objectives: 1) To establish the program in 5 schools; 2) To provide training in place-based educational curriculum development and instructional strategies for tutors that improve their teaching skills and that transform their pedagogy; 3) To provide educational enrichment opportunities for students that nurture their developmental skills and that improve academic achievement; and 4) To foster stronger school/community partnerships by strengthening key community partnerships.

S362A090068 -Pacific Resources for Education and Learning- E Ho’omau
The project objectives for this program are - 1) To increase student literacy skills as evident through the increase of the percent of students scoring at levels proficient or above on standards-based state assessments; 2) To increase student knowledge of the Hawaiian culture as determined through culturally-based knowledge tests, and 3) To increase student engagement and motivation.  In the pilot tests, the program will serve two teachers and 40 students. For the field test of the curriculum, the program will serve six teachers and 120 students. Once materials are finalized, they will be offered at no charge to all public schools in Hawaii.
