The Elementary and Secondary Education Act, as amended (ESEA), called for all core subject classes to be taught by highly qualified teachers (HQTs) by the end of the 2005-06 school year (SY). To measure progress in meeting the HQT goal, the U.S. Department of Education (ED) collects State-level data on the teacher quality provisions of ESEA
 through the EDEN Submission System (ESS).

In SY 2012-13, HQTs taught 96.55 percent of core academic classes in our nation’s public schools (see Figure 1). A slightly higher proportion of core academic classes were taught by HQTs in elementary schools (97.65 percent) than in secondary schools (95.69 percent). Core academic classes in high-poverty schools were slightly less likely to be staffed by an HQT than core academic classes in low-poverty schools. At the elementary level, 98.14 percent of core academic classes in low-poverty schools were taught by HQTs, compared to 96.62 percent in high-poverty schools. The gap was a bit greater at the secondary level, where 96.93 percent of core academic classes in low-poverty schools were taught by HQTs, compared to 94.63 percent in high-poverty schools. However, overall, the gap in percentage of classes taught by HQTs at high versus low-poverty schools was quite small.

The percentage of core academic classes taught by HQTs has increased since SY 2003-04.
 In 2012-13, HQTs taught 96.55 percent of all core academic classes, an increase of 10.05 percentage points from 86.50 percent in SY 2003-04 (see Figure 2). While there has been progress toward the goal of 100% all core academic classes being taught by HQTs by 2005-06, growth has slowed in recent years. Between SY 2003-04 and SY 2009-10, there was an increase of 10.16 percentage points (86.50 percent to 96.66 percent). However, between SY 2009-10 and SY 2012-13, the percentage remained relatively flat at approximately 97 percent.

Changes in Highly Qualified Teacher Data from Previous Years 
· In SY 2012-13, the percentage of core academic classes taught by HQTs for all schools ranged from 80.15 percent (the District of Columbia) to 100.00 percent (Iowa and Pennsylvania). Forty-two States reported rates of 95 percent or higher, a decrease of one State from SY 2011-12 but an increase of 27 States from SY 2003-04 (see Figure 3). Forty-nine States reported rates of 90 percent or higher, an increase of three States from SY 2011-12 and 18 more than SY 2003-04.

· Seventeen States (Arkansas, Colorado, Connecticut, Iowa, Kentucky, Michigan, Montana, Nebraska, New Jersey, North Dakota, Ohio, Oklahoma, Pennsylvania, Rhode Island, South Dakota, Texas, and Wyoming) reported that HQTs taught at least 99 percent of core academic classes. This is an increase of two States from SY 2011-12, and an increase of 16 States from SY 2003-04.

· Twenty-two States (Alaska, Arizona, Colorado, Delaware, Florida, Georgia, Illinois, Indiana, Louisiana, Minnesota, Montana, New Jersey, New Mexico, North Carolina, Ohio, Oregon, South Dakota, Tennessee, Texas, Wisconsin, the District of Columbia, and the Bureau of Indian Affairs) reported a decrease in the percentage of core academic classes taught by HQTs from SY 2011-12 to SY 2012-13. In 18 of those States, the difference was less than one percentage point. Forty-four States have increased the percentage of core academic classes taught by HQTs from SY 2003-04. In four of those States, the difference was less than one percentage point. 

· Of the 50 States that reported data on the percentage of core academic classes taught by HQTs for all schools in SY 2003-04 and SY 2012-13, 44 reported an overall increase in the percentage. Among those States, the increase ranged from 0.05 percentage points in Wyoming to 77.66 percentage points in Alaska.


· Of the 50 States that reported data on the percentage of core academic classes taught by HQTs for all schools in SY 2003-04 and SY 2012-13, six reported an overall decrease in the percentage. Among those States, the decrease ranged from 0.18 percentage points in Idaho to 8.88 percentage points in Louisiana. Idaho and Illinois reported decreases of less than one percentage point.
Differences in HQT Percentages in High- and Low-Poverty Schools
· A slightly larger percentage of core academic classes are taught by HQTs in low-poverty schools than in high-poverty schools. In low-poverty schools, HQTs teach 97.41 percent of classes, while they teach 95.73 percent of core academic classes in high-poverty schools.

· In high-poverty elementary schools, the percentage of core academic classes taught by HQTs ranged from 73.69 percent (Louisiana) to 100.00 percent (Iowa, North Dakota, and Pennsylvania). In high-poverty secondary schools, the percentage of core academic classes taught by HQTs ranged from 66.08 percent (Louisiana) to 100.00 percent (Iowa and Pennsylvania).


· In low-poverty elementary schools, the percentage of core academic classes taught by HQTs ranged from 86.40 percent (Puerto Rico) to 100.00 percent (Iowa, North Dakota, Oklahoma, and Pennsylvania). In low-poverty secondary schools, the percentage of core academic classes taught by HQTs ranged from 79.96 percent (the District of Columbia) to 100.00 percent (Iowa and Pennsylvania).

· In the majority of States (38 for elementary schools and 47 for secondary schools), the percentage of core academic classes taught by HQTs in low- poverty schools was higher than the percentage of core academic classes taught by HQTs in high-poverty schools (see Figure 4). In 10 States for elementary schools and two States for secondary schools, high-poverty schools were more likely to have core academic classes taught by HQTs than low-poverty schools. At the elementary level, there were three States with no difference in the percentages of core academic classes taught by HQTs in low- and high-poverty schools. At the secondary level, two States did not have a difference. 

· The gaps between high-poverty and low-poverty schools are generally wider at the secondary level. At the elementary level, 23 of the 38 States (60.52 percent) that had lower percentages of core academic classes taught by HQTs in high-poverty schools than in low-poverty schools had a gap of one percentage point or less. At the secondary level, 19 of the 47 States (40.42 percent) that had lower percentages of core academic classes taught by HQTs in high-poverty schools than in low-poverty schools had a gap of one percentage point or less.


· The gap in the percentage of core academic classes taught by HQTs between high-poverty and low-poverty elementary schools was greatest in Louisiana (73.69 percent in high-poverty schools versus 88.25 percent in low-poverty schools). The gap in the percentage of core academic classes taught by HQTs between high-poverty and low-poverty secondary schools was also greatest in Louisiana (66.08 percent in high-poverty schools versus 87.29 percent in low-poverty schools).

· At the elementary level, three States (Iowa, North Dakota, and Pennsylvania) reported no gap in the percentage of core academic classes taught by HQTs in high-poverty and low-poverty schools. Of these States, Iowa and North Dakota had eliminated the gap in SY 2009-10, SY 2010-11 and SY 2011-12. 

· At the secondary level, Iowa and Pennsylvania reported no gap in the percentage of core academic classes taught by HQTs in high-poverty and low-poverty schools. Iowa also reported no gap in SY 2011-12.

Three States had no difference in the percentages of core academic classes taught by HQTs in low- and high-poverty elementary schools. Ten States had a percentage of core academic classes in high-poverty elementary schools taught by HQTs that was higher than the percentage of core academic classes taught by HQTs in low-poverty elementary schools.
Reasons Core Academic Classes Were Taught by Teachers Who Are Not Highly Qualified
At the elementary level:

· Twenty-two States reported that most of their elementary core academic classes taught by non-HQTs were taught by certified general education teachers who had not passed a subject-knowledge test or demonstrated subject-matter competency through HOUSSE (see Figure 5). Among these States, the percentage of non-HQT elementary core academic classes taught by these teachers ranged from 36.30 percent (Maryland) to 96.00 percent (Indiana).

· Seven States reported that most of their elementary core academic classes taught by non-HQTs were taught by certified special education teachers who had not passed a subject-knowledge test or demonstrated subject-matter competency through HOUSSE. Among these States, the percentage of non-HQT elementary core academic classes taught by these teachers ranged from 45.00 percent (Louisiana) to 93.00 percent (Wyoming).


· Fourteen States reported that most of their elementary core academic classes taught by non-HQTs were taught by teachers who were not fully certified and were not in an approved alternative route program. Among these States, the percentage of non-HQT elementary core academic classes taught by these teachers ranged from 35.00 percent (Maine) to 99.90 percent (Montana). 

· Eleven of the States that reported having elementary core academic classes taught by non-HQTs reported that none of those cases were due to the teacher’s lack of certification.  
At the secondary level:

· Twenty-four States reported that most of their secondary core academic classes taught by non-HQTs were taught by certified general education teachers who had not demonstrated subject-matter knowledge in those subjects. Among these States, the percentage of non-HQT secondary core academic classes taught by these teachers ranged from 37.00 percent (Maine) to 94.00 percent (Indiana).


· Nine States reported that most of their secondary core academic classes taught by non-HQTs were taught by certified special education teachers who had not demonstrated subject-matter competency in those subjects. Among these States, the percentage of non-HQT secondary core academic classes taught by these teachers ranged from 40.00 percent (Louisiana) to 98.00 percent (Rhode Island).


· Fifteen States reported that most of their secondary core academic classes taught by non-HQTs were taught by teachers who were not fully certified and were not in an approved alternative route program. Among these States, the percentage of non-HQT secondary core academic classes taught by these teachers ranged from 32.60 percent (North Carolina) to 100.00 percent (North Dakota). 


· Thirteen of the States that reported having secondary core academic classes taught by non-HQTs reported that that none of those cases were due to the teacher’s lack of certification.

Figure reads: In school year 2012-13, 22 States reported that the majority reason that elementary core academic classes were not taught by HQTs was that the classes were taught by certified general education teachers who have not yet demonstrated subject-matter competency. Seven States reported that the majority reason that elementary core academic classes were not taught by HQTs was that the classes were taught by certified special education teachers who have not yet demonstrated subject-matter competency. Fourteen States reported that the majority reason that elementary core academic classes were not taught by HQTs was that the classes were taught by teachers who are not fully certified or in an approved alternative route program. Seven States reported “other” as the majority reason that elementary core academic classes were not taught by HQTs.
