Higher Education COVID Impact Grants
The North Dakota University System is critical to the economic and workforce response to the COVID-19 pandemic.  The CARES Act created a Governor’s Emergency Education Relief Fund (GEER) to be allocated to educational institutions across all ages of instruction.  In conjunction with the efforts through K-12 education in North Dakota, the Governor will create the Higher Education COVID Impact Grants. These grants will be utilized to ensure the institutions are able to respond to the barriers and changing educational needs of the students during a time of focused virtual instruction.  The grants are also to be utilized to meet the high demand for virtual retraining of students to enter or reenter the workforce due to high demand.

Grant applications: 
The Governor’s Office in conjunction with representatives from the North Dakota University System will accept and review applications for Higher Education COVID Impact Grants.  North Dakota will focus on supporting educational services within the institutions and responding to the workforce training needed based on COVID-19. 

Timeline: 
July 2020: 	GEER Higher Education COVID Impact Grants will be submitted for Emergency Commission and Budget Section approval 
August 17, 2020: 	Upon approval from the Budget Section, the Governor’s Office will begin accepting applications
August 28, 2020: 	Application period will be closed and representatives from the Governor’s Office and the NDUS will review
September 4, 2020: 	Grantees will be notified
April 30, 2020: 	Grant funds must be utilized, or any unused funds will be returned for another distribution of grants
