you may have heard a very,

very high level overview

69

of some changes that we, you

know, been anticipating making

to the CSPR.

And, you know, now is the

time where we're providing

72

00:04:19,360 --> 00:04:20,890

a bit more clarity on that.

73

At that time, you would have heard

74

00:04:23,830 --> 00:04:28,210

that we are not going

to be using the APR tool

75

00:04:28,210 --> 00:04:32,240

that the EDFacts team

had developed in eMaps

76

for the 2019-20 collection.

77

We are moving forward with

a different survey tool.

78

That's called Illume.

79

If anybody is familiar with it,

80

and that's what we'll be previewing today.

81

This coincides with some other

changes that we're making,

82

00:04:50,940 --> 00:04:55,940

which the second big change

is that for this year,

83

00:04:56,880 --> 00:05:00,850

and we anticipate this

being the new normal

84

00:05:00,850 --> 00:05:02,610

that the collection process,

85

00:05:02,610 --> 00:05:06,000

the actual outright system

of collection will include

86

00:05:06,000 --> 00:05:08,040

the manual entry fields only.

87

00:05:08,040 --> 00:05:11,040

And we're trying to isolate

only the information

88

00:05:11,040 --> 00:05:14,360

that we don't already have collected.

89

00:05:14,360 --> 00:05:15,894

As you probably know,

90

00:05:15,894 --> 00:05:18,630

if you've been working

in the CSPR for awhile,

91

00:05:18,630 --> 00:05:21,020

or if you're an EDFacts coordinator,

92

00:05:21,020 --> 00:05:25,840

the large majority is populated,

93

00:05:25,840 --> 00:05:28,020

has been populated through EDFacts,

94

00:05:28,020 --> 00:05:29,770

through the EDFacts submission system.

95

00:05:29,770 --> 00:05:32,930

And so moving forward, when we think about

96

00:05:32,930 --> 00:05:35,670

the actual collection tool itself,

97

00:05:35,670 --> 00:05:37,850

we are isolating the information

98

00:05:37,850 --> 00:05:40,830

that we, our, the department

does not yet have.

99

00:05:40,830 --> 00:05:44,470

And so that's a pretty

small subset at this point.

100

00:05:44,470 --> 00:05:48,390

And so when you see the

preview of the tool,

101

00:05:48,390 --> 00:05:51,850

you will see just those sections that are,

102

00:05:51,850 --> 00:05:55,140

you know, not populated

with an EDFacts file.

103

The EDFacts data is still required.

104

The, as you may remember,

there are a set of files

105

that are not required due to COVID.

106

And so, of course those won't be required

107

through the EDFacts submission system,

108

00:06:11,650 --> 00:06:14,413

but everything else that

we've still identified

109

will be expected to be reported

110

through the EDFacts submission system.

111

And then the last big

bucket of changes will be

112

that we are realigning to

the December and February

113

EDFacts due dates.

114

The last couple of years has been,

115

00:06:32,240 --> 00:06:35,060

the timeline has been pretty different

116

00:06:35,060 --> 00:06:37,660

than the years before.

117

00:06:37,660 --> 00:06:42,070

And one of the big changes

in our streamlining efforts

118

is to make sure that we're, you know,

119

00:06:44,170 --> 00:06:48,660

going back to when the

EDFacts data are collected

120

and not having a disjointed timeline

121

00:06:52,730 --> 00:06:55,120

between CSPR and EDFacts,

122

00:06:55,120 --> 00:06:57,800

and so we are moving up those timelines,

123

00:06:57,800 --> 00:07:02,290

the next slide, I believe,

actually shows the dates.

124

We can advance.

125

Great, so here are the dates,

126

00:07:09,780 --> 00:07:12,450

the CSPR part one dates are final.

127

00:07:12,450 --> 00:07:16,032

The CSPR part two dates

are, we're saying tentative.

128

The only thing that's really

tentative at this point

129

00:07:19,830 --> 00:07:23,293

is the second round dates.

130

00:07:23,293 --> 00:07:26,040

Pretty sure that those will be the dates.

131

They will be very similar to that

132

00:07:27,720 --> 00:07:29,430

if they aren't these dates,

133

00:07:29,430 --> 00:07:34,263

but we're looking at opening

the CSPR part one tool

134

on the 4th of December,

135

and then closing it down

on the 17th of December.

136

And that is the day after the due date

137

So back to kind of how

things used to work,

139

to the EDFacts timeline

checks if you enter data

201

that does not meet the check's criteria.

202

For example, in this question,

we will check to make sure

203

00:11:09,810 --> 00:11:14,270

the percents reported

fall between zero and 100.

204

00:11:14,270 --> 00:11:16,610

So if you enter a number greater than 100

205

in one of these fields,

206

00:11:17,740 --> 00:11:19,360

you will receive an error message

207

00:11:19,360 --> 00:11:21,463

asking you to correct your entry.

208

Some questions like this LIEP question

210

00:11:29,110 --> 00:11:32,350

have more than one

reporting measure in them.

211

if an LIEP is implemented in your state.

213

And if it is, you are

also asked to fill in

214

the accompanying language

of instruction text field.

So it's just something to keep in mind
